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End of the COVID-19 Pandemic

Abstract

This research examines the differences and similarities in the Internet, chat room, messenger, and social
media use by citizens in Central Asia before and towards the end of the COVID-19 pandemic. Five stans —
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan — have varying levels of authoritarianism and
media usage, especially new media use, might differ among these countries. Drawing on Central Asia Barometer,
I demonstrate such comparisons over three years using data collected in 2019 and 2022. In addition to this, I also
analyse the frequencies of Internet use by Central Asian people and which chat rooms, messengers, and social
media were used most often in the region. The results and analysis show that by the end of the pandemic, citizens
of all five republics began to use the Internet more, albeit in different volumes, compared to 2019. Accordingly,
the frequency of use of new media (chat rooms, messengers, and social media) was also positive with varying
degrees of difference. Possible explanations for these results and the usefulness of this study are discussed.
Keywords: Internet, chat rooms, messengers, social media, Central Asia, the COVID-19 pandemic.

Introduction

The COronaVIrus Disease 2019 (COVID-19) pandemic has had a huge impact on how people
work, study, shop, date, and use new media (e.g., social media, the Internet, digital tools), among other
activities. It has dramatically increased the use of Zoom and other online platforms in people’s daily
lives. Research around the world has been shifting from offline to online modes in parallel with the
developments in technology, the Internet, social media, the spread of smartphones, and the COVID-19
pandemic (Sairambay, 2022a).

Drawing on data collected by Central Asia Barometer (Waves 6 and 12), this study examines
differences and similarities in the use of the Internet, chats, messengers and social media by Central
Asian citizens before and towards the end of the COVID-19 pandemic. In addition to the differences and
similarities before/after the COVID-19 pandemic, another goal of the study was to examine how often
Central Asians used the Internet and which chats, messengers and social media they used most often
each year.

‘Central Asia remains one of the world’s least-understood regions’ (Central Asia Program 2025).
This research contributes to the growing body of literature on new media studies in Central Asia (e.g.,
Reyaz, 2020; Sairambay, 2022b, 2022¢; Beimenbetov, 2023; Dzutsati & Rakhmatullayeva, 2024) by

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analysing the usage of the Internet, chat rooms, messengers, and social media during the COVID-19
pandemic. The potential benefits of my study may be its contribution to scientific knowledge that can
contribute to online research topics based on the data presented in the tables. Central Asian scholars and
anyone interested in this area of research may also benefit from the analysis presented in this study.

I hypothesise that the COVID-19 pandemic has led to an increase in the use of the Internet, chat
rooms, messengers, and social media in Central Asia. I test my hypothesis using data from the Central
Asia Barometer surveys. Central Asia Barometer was chosen because it ‘is a regional, independent, non-
profit institution for applied social research and analytics on topics of public interest’ (Central Asia
Barometer, 2025a). Its surveys cover all five stans before, during, and towards the end of the COVID-
19 pandemic. In addition, the Central Asian Barometer databases are freely available for download in
Excel, Stata and SPSS formats, which made this research financially easier to conduct since I did not
receive any funding for this study.

Literature Review

The lockdowns and quarantines imposed around the world due to COVID-19 have contributed
to global changes. According to Reed Standish (2021), the Covid-19 pandemic dramatically changed
people’s behaviour in using technology, and things were happening that people would not have expected
to happen in a few years. Based on 81 ‘peer-reviewed empirical studies relating to COVID-19 and social
media during the first outbreak from November, 2019, to November, 2020°, Tsao et al. (2021, p. el75)
found that social media became ‘a crucial communication tool for information generation, dissemination,
and consumption’. It was reported that Internet ‘traffic volume increased by 15-20% almost within a
week’ as many governments imposed lockdowns (Feldmann et al., 2020). A cross-national comparative
study of Australia, Norway, the UK, and the USA found that social media use several times a day
increased in all four countries (by 17.1%, 10.7%, 17.1%, and 17.9% points respectively) (Thygesen et
al., 2021). This study by Thygesen and colleagues (2021) titled Use and perceived effects of social media
before and after the COVID-19 outbreak: A cross-national study also found that a) young adults aged
18-29 showed the highest increase in daily social media use and b) people with higher levels of education
were more likely to use social media several times a day than people with lower levels of education.

In 2021, 81% of Swiss residents aged 50 and over regularly accessed the Internet, spending an
average of 161 minutes per day online, with men (68%) using it more often than women (56%) (Konig
& Seifert, 2023). Some studies, such as Poole et al. (2024, 548) — ‘by distinguishing between passive
(e.g., browsing) and active (e.g., reacting, commenting and sharing) engagement’ — found that despite
increased social media use during the pandemic, there was a decrease in active engagement.

During the pandemic, Internet penetration in Central Asian countries in 2021 was as follows:
81.9% in Kazakhstan, 50.4% in Kyrgyzstan, 34.9% in Tajikistan, 33.2% in Turkmenistan, and 55.2%
Uzbekistan (Bestbroadbanddeals cited in Atoev & Kurbonshoev, 2022). Among Central Asian countries,
Kazakhstan was noted as the most prepared to transition to online services during the pandemic, thanks
to the country’s previous investments in digital infrastructure (Muratbekova, 2020).

While some studies on new media and the COVID-19 pandemic in Central Asia have focused on
the general public (e.g., IWPR CA, 2021; Beimenbetov, 2023), other works have analysed scholars (e.g.,
Gaur & Gupta, 2021) and young people (e.g., Sairambay, 2022a, 2022b, 2022c, 2023). A report by
Internews and the European Neighbourhood Council found that social media such as Instagram,
Facebook, Telegram, and Twitter (now X) were the main information channels of news and information
during the COVID-19 pandemic in Central Asia, particularly for vulnerable younger people, ‘with
preference for visual content (short videos, reels, pictures with quotes, little text)’ (Vesterbye et al., 2020,

p. 2).
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However, existing research lacks a comparative study of the use of new media — the Internet,
chats, messengers, and other social media tools — in Central Asia during the COVID-19 pandemic over
time. This study fills this gap using data from the Central Asia Barometer, as future research on the
region may benefit from the comparative perspective offered in this article, especially when examining
pre- and post-COVID-19 issues.

Methods

Central Asia Barometer ‘is a regional, independent, non-profit institution for applied social
research and analytics on topics of public interest’ (Central Asia Barometer, 2025). Its databases are free
online for public to use and analyse. Its databases are freely available for use and analysis online. I chose
two datasets — Wave 6 (10.2019 - 12.2019) and Wave 12 (11.2022 - 12.2022) — that show the use of
chats, messengers, and social media just before and towards the end of the COVID-19 pandemic. In
doing so, I analysed the following three questions: 1) In the last 6 months, please tell me how often you
accessed the Internet via a phone. 2) Out of the following chat rooms or messengers, could you please
tell me the one you use most often? and 3) Out of the following social media sites, could you please tell
me the one you use most often? The first question included the following frequencies of the Internet use
via a phone: 1. Daily; 2. Several times a week; 3. Several times a month; 4. Rarely; and 5. Never. While
the second question included WhatsApp, Viber, Telegram, and IMO, the last question consisted of
Facebook, Odnoklassniki, VKontakte, Instagram, Google, Twitter, TikTok, YouTube, Mail.ru, and Moi
Mir.

Central Asia Barometer has made a distinction between social media and chat rooms/messengers
since the beginning of its surveys in 2017, although it does not explain why it does so in its questionnaires
and method reports (Central Asia Barometer, 2025b). The explanation may be that chat rooms and
messengers are limited to certain functions compared to social media, where users can perform more
complex and various actions. In scholarly works, the term ‘new media’ is used as an umbrella term that
encompasses social media, the Internet, chats and messengers, as well as blogs/vlogs and other online
platforms and tools. I did not choose the term ‘new media’ for the title for several reasons: 1) for readers,
“new media” may mostly mean social media; 2) specific names such as Internet, chat rooms, messengers,
and social media attract readers’ attention from the very beginning when they read the title; and 3)
“Internet usage” is used in more research papers to characterise the level of online penetration, and
therefore it is useful to include and cite for more readers in their potential works.

Table 1 shows the number of interviewers, sample sizes, and fieldwork dates for Waves 6 and 12
of the Central Asia Barometer surveys.

In 2019, interviews lasted between 21 and 27 minutes, while in 2022 they lasted between 15 and
25 minutes. One difference between Waves 6 and 12 was the sampling methods: stratified, multi-stage,
and random sampling was used in 2019, whereas simple random sampling of mobile phones was used
in 2022. Whilst Wave 6 surveys were conducted in person, the surveys in Wave 12 were completed
using telephones.

With the sample sizes of 1,500 per country and p=0.5 at the 95% CI level, the margins of error
were 2.53% in each country in 2019 (Wave 6). Similarly, these indicators were between 2.52% and
2.44% in 2022 (Wave 12). If in 2019 the target population was the adult population of Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan aged 18 years and older, then this was the mobile
phone-owning population of these countries aged 18 years and older in 2022.

Research Findings and Analysis

Based on an analysis of data from the Central Asia Barometer surveys conducted in 2019 and
2022, it can be said that Central Asian citizens began to use the Internet more towards the end of the
pandemic than before it began. Table 2 illustrates this trend by frequency of Internet use: from daily and
several times a week to several times a month and rarely and never. The number of daily internet users
in Uzbekistan has grown significantly from 21.7% in 2019 to 77.7% in 2022, while in Tajikistan this
growth was 30.1%. The percentages of citizens who use the Internet several times a week were more or
less similar in both years. The largest changes between 2019 and 2022 occurred among those who never
use the Internet, in the following order: Uzbekistan (61.3% change), Tajikistan (55.37% change),
Kyrgyzstan (23.5% change), Kazakhstan (17% change), and Turkmenistan (9.1% change).

The cases of Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan show that in these countries Internet users make up
almost 100% of the population (Table 2). For instance, ‘the percentage of the [Kazakhstani] population
using online banking has risen from a quarter of the population in 2018 to nearly 100 percent in 2024;
digital transactions have increased from 7 percent of all transactions in 2014 to 89 percent in 2024; and
public services and government transfers and transactions are nearly fully digitized, in part thanks to the
government’s partnerships with banks (Suominen, 2024). The Internet penetration of Central Asian
countries also increased during the COVID-19 pandemic. In 2019, the Internet penetration rates were
81.9% in Kazakhstan (Data Commons, 2025a), 70.4% in Uzbekistan (Data Commons, 2025b), 64.1%
in Kyrgyzstan (Data Commons, 2025c), and 21.25% in Turkmenistan (Trading Economics, 2025),
whereas in January 2020 it was 27.5% in Tajikistan (Data Commons 2025d). We can see an increase in
Internet penetration rates in all five stans in 2022: 92.3% in Kazakhstan (Data Commons, 2025¢), 83.9%
in Uzbekistan (Data Commons, 2025f), 79.8% in Kyrgyzstan (Data Commons, 2025g), 38.1% in
Turkmenistan (Trading Economics, 2025), and 36.1% in Tajikistan (Datareportal, 2025).

Table 3 below shows the use of chat rooms and messengers by citizens of Central Asia before
and after the COVID-19 pandemic. WhatsApp, Viber, Telegram, and IMO were used by Central Asian
Barometer. We can observe that the most popular chat room or messenger in Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan
in 2019 was WhatsApp, while in Turkmenistan and Tajikistan it was IMO and Telegram in Uzbekistan.
It should be noted here that the question about chat rooms and messengers was not asked in Tajikistan,
Uzbekistan, and Turkmenistan. This usage has changed in three years. In the fall of 2022, the most used
chat room or messenger was WhatsApp in three countries (Kyrgyzstan, Kazakhstan, and Tajikistan),
Telegram in Uzbekistan (72.7%), and IMO in Turkmenistan (66.1%).

As can be seen from Table 3, there were more people who used chat rooms and messengers
towards the end of 2022 than before the COVID-19 pandemic started. Viber was the only least popular

messenger, and its usage level did not change over time. WhatsApp had the largest changes in all
countries, but Turkmenistan, in three years between 2019 and 2022. Over the three years from 2019 to
2022, WhatsApp saw bigger changes in all countries except Turkmenistan. A sharp increase was
observed in the use of WhatsApp in Tajikistan (from 1.1% to 66.5%) and Telegram in Uzbekistan (from
21.8% to 76.3%).

Table 4 below demonstrates social media use by citizens of Central Asia before and after the
COVID-19 pandemic. It includes the following social media: Facebook, Odnoklassniki, VKontakte,
Instagram, Google, Twitter, TikTok, YouTube, Mail.ru, and Moi Mir. Some of them were asked together
by Central Asia Barometer: Google, Twitter, and TikTok together and Mail.ru and Moi Mir together.

Looking at Table 4, it is apparent that social media usage was so fragmented in both years. It is
also quite clear that the number of social media users increased in 2022 compared to 2019. While
Instagram was the most popular social media in Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan in 2019, the most used
social media were Facebook in Tajikistan, YouTube in Turkmenistan, and Odnoklassniki in Uzbekistan.
However, in 2022, the picture changed: Instagram became the most popular social media in four
countries, excluding Turkmenistan. It should be noted here that Instagram (15.7%) may also be the most
popular social network in Turkmenistan, as Google, Twitter, and TikTok (16.7%) were surveyed in the
same category.

As for the least popular social media, before the pandemic these were Mail.ru and Moi Mir in

Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and Turkmenistan, VKontakte in Tajikistan and Uzbekistan, and Facebook in
Turkmenistan. The only country with equally low popularity of social media (Mail.ru and Moi Mir) in
both years was Kyrgyzstan. At the end of 2022, the cases were changed in all four other countries:
YouTube in Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan, and Mail.ru and Moi Mir in Tajikistan.

The number of users of Instagram, Facebook, Google, Twitter, and TikTok increased in all
Central Asian countries in the three years from 2019 to 2022. VKontakte users also grew in all countries
except Kazakhstan. In contrast, YouTube users declined in all five countries, while Odnoklassniki users
halved in Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, and Mail.ru and Moi Mir users fell almost threefold in Kazakhstan
and Tajikistan.

Discussions and Conclusions

The present study was designed to determine the usage of new media such as chat rooms,
messengers, and social media by citizens of Central Asia before and after the COVID-19 pandemic. The
results show that such media use and frequency increased during the outbreak, making the Central Asian
region more online than before. My data analysis confirms my hypothesis: the COVID-19 pandemic has
led to an increase in the use of the Internet, chat rooms, messengers, and social media in Central Asia.
According to the Central Asia Barometer (2019 and 2022), although the number of Internet users grew
in all countries, the highest growth rates were observed in Uzbekistan and Tajikistan. I argue that the
higher rates of Internet, chat room/messenger and social media usage in 2022 mean that such changes
are not due to the pandemic itself, but to the measures taken by central and local governments and
citizens to combat the outbreak and the new demands of life aimed at meeting the requirements and
realities of the online space.

Digitalisation programmes in Central Asian countries could also play an important infrastructural
role in the context of the COVID-19 pandemic: while ‘Digital Kazakhstan’ programme was approved in
December 2017 (Yensebayev, 2018), ‘Digital Kyrgyzstan 2019-2023” programme (dig.watch, 2019)
was adopted in 2019 and ‘Digital Uzbekistan-2030’ programme (Alimova and Nurmatova, 2025) was
approved in 2020. Tajikistan and Turkmenistan also had similar programmes: the former introduced the
‘Concept for the Formation of Electronic Government in the Republic of Tajikistan (2012-2020)" in
2011, and the latter adopted the ‘Concept of the Development of Digital Economy until 2025’ in 2020
(Muratbekova, 2020). All of these programmes and concepts in Central Asia were discussed, introduced,
and adopted before the COVID-19 pandemic or in 2020. Thus, the COVID-19 pandemic has played a
stimulating role in the digitalisation of Central Asian countries.

It is important to study the levels of digitalisation in Central Asia in different ways, and this study
provides key data for studying people’s use of the Internet and online platforms such as messengers, chat
rooms, and social media. These results enable scholars and students, planners and policymakers as well
as businessmen to see a more complete picture for individual countries and for the Central Asian region
as a whole. They are especially useful for those analysing such trends in parallel with the COVID-19
pandemic.

One of the strengths of this study is that it covers all five Central Asian states, thanks to data from
the Central Asia Barometer. Because ‘[w]hile Uzbekistan has somewhat softened its stance on opinion
polling over the last five years, inquiries into public opinion in Turkmenistan are even more difficult for
survey companies and foreign researchers’ (Ysmanova, 2024).

Future research may examine the frequency of new media use in the post-pandemic era, as this
study only covered the beginning and the time when the COVID-19 pandemic was close to being
officially ended by the World Health Organization on May 5, 2023 (UN News, 2023). Central Asian

Barometer provides its data for free, except for the last two or three years. That is why I was able to
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analyse the latest data from autumn/winter 2022 together with the data collected in autumn/winter 2019.
However, it will be possible to compare the Central Asian barometer data regarding the end of the
COVID-19 pandemic as early as 2026.

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Abstract

After the collapse of the Soviet Union, the countries of Central Asia faced new challenges, including the
gradual disappearance of the Aral Sea rooted in the Soviet era. This near disappearance serves as a symbol of the
region’s victimisation, as the Soviets diverted the waters of what was once the fourth largest lake in the world to
irrigate cotton fields and boost agricultural output. Once spanning 68,000 square kilometres, the sea has shrunk
by 90%. Being a key player in Central Asia, Kazakhstan has taken the lead in regional efforts to find solutions to
this critical environmental, social, and economic disaster. As a young state striving for recognition, Kazakhstan
has come under close attention, implementing various initiatives, including the construction of the first sand dam
in the Berg Strait and the Kokaral Dam, the signing of the Almaty Agreement, the establishment of the
International Fund for Saving the Aral Sea (IFAS) and the organisation of EXPO 2017.

The paper attempts to explain Kazakhstan’s efforts in resolving the crisis in the Aral Sea and its impact
on its international representation and media engagement. The findings indicate that Kazakhstan’s environmental
actions may potentially support not only the restoration of local ecology but also strengthen the country’s image
as an important regional player in sustainable development. This paper addresses environmental diplomacy in the
context of strategic action for countries seeking better positions globally while seeking solutions for pressing
ecological problems.

Introduction

The Aral Sea was the fourth largest lake in the world, but it has shrunk to just 10 percent of its
former size due to the large-scale withdrawal of water from the Syr Darya and Amu Darya rivers for
irrigation. Situated between Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, the Aral Sea’s rapid decline since the 1960s
has had a profound impact on local ecosystems, economies, and public health. This crisis completely
deteriorated the fishing industry, agricultural output shrunk, and shipping came to a halt as desiccation
set in. This situation has significantly worsened the health consequences, as toxic air and water have led
to respiratory diseases, kidney diseases, and widespread diseases such as typhoid fever and hepatitis
(Micklin, 2004). After the fall of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics (USSR) in 1991, Central Asian
states realised the necessity to cooperate in order to adapt to climate change and be able to conserve
water supplies (Joshi & Kumari, 2019). The efforts to address these issues are underway, but full
restoration is impossible, though partial rehabilitation may restore some ecological and economic
functions.

In line with these efforts, as a newly established state, Kazakhstan strived to improve the
country’s international image in order to promote the development of economic, political, and social
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spheres. The formation of a positive image was an important factor contributing to increasing the
investment attractiveness of the state. Environmental diplomacy plays a key part in forming the status
of the state (Gazizov, 2017). Thus, the country’s dynamic cooperation in understanding cross-border
natural issues contributes to reinforcing its expertise in global governance and enhancing territorial
participation. The government has given priority to expanding its representation in the international
arena and has put this on the agenda of its foreign policy. In 2006, it established a special agency, the
International Information Committee of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
which is responsible for execution and control capacities on fortifying the positive image of the state in
political, financial, social, humanitarian, and other aspects (Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, n.d.). This information and image work became an essential part of a state’s soft power
to strengthen existing positive trends and create new ones.

In the context of the Aral Sea crisis, Kazakhstan’s government presented itself as a “regional
leader” in Central Asia, seeking to demonstrate its willingness to take voluntary measures, in particular
in matters related to the Aral Sea. The key point of Kazakhstan’s efforts is the effective restoration of
the sea, especially through the construction of a dam in the Northern Aral Sea region in cooperation with
the World Bank (Saltybaev, 2018). These activities have not only restored local fisheries but, moreover,
improved the well-being and living conditions of approximately one million people in the region.
Kazakhstan’s activities in the field of environmental management have been universally recognised, and
prominent figures have highly appreciated this (O’Neill & Primiano, 2023).

The purpose of the research is to analyse the international reputation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan in the global media with emphasis on its attempts to solve the issue of the Aral Sea. The
study is carried out to identify shifts in the perception of Kazakhstan by foreign traditional media
throughout its attempts to counter the environmental crisis, and identify how its attempts affected the
tone of representation of the nation by the world media. Findings of this study can be used to prepare
recommendations for the development of the foreign policy of Kazakhstan, namely through the foreign
media channel, which is capable of improving the image of the country positively. It is worth noting that
this work is original, as it fills the gap in the literature, which investigates the world media portrayal of
Kazakhstan in the context of solving the problem of the Aral Sea, which was not previously covered by
the research.

The study started with a literature review that presents Kazakhstan’s primary activities within
the field of natural disasters, such as the reclamation of the Aral Sea, the development of the Kokaral
dam and the creation of the International Fund for Saving the Aral Sea (IFAS). It endeavoured to discuss
Kazakhstan’s activities in settling the emergency within the Aral Sea and its effect on its universal
representation and participation. The literature review demonstrated that Kazakhstan has built up itself
as a driving player within the field of water strategy in Central Asia, encouraging the conclusion of key
ascension with neighbouring nations on the utilisation of transboundary waterways. Understandings
were made together with the Kyrgyz Republic and Uzbekistan on the impartial dissemination of water
assets of the Shu, Talas, and Syr Darya streams. In expansion, Kazakhstan is arranging with China the
joint administration of more than 20 transboundary streams, counting Ili and Irtysh (Ualikhanova, 2024).
In recent years, the government has increased the volume of incoming water from the Syr Darya, which
has led to significant sea level rise. By the end of 2024, the volume of water in the Northern Aral Sea
region increased by 42% (to 27 billion m3), and the water surface area increased by 111 square
kilometres compared to 2022. These achievements were made possible thanks to the systematic
management of water resources and new agreements with neighbouring states on the redistribution of
runoff in the off-season (“Revival of the Aral Sea”, 2025). The effect of these steps on the universal
recognition of Kazakhstan and its part in territorial and worldwide understandings is at that point
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analysed. These factors are essential in shaping Kazakhstan’s status. Based on this, the literature review
analysed Kazakhstan’s key initiatives to address the Aral Sea crisis that are important in the
representation in international traditional media. The main research question is formulated as follows:
How have Kazakhstan’s initiatives in addressing the Aral Sea crisis been portrayed in foreign traditional
media? This question aimed to investigate how Kazakhstan’s efforts to mitigate the crisis affect its
standing on the international stage and promote collaborative approaches to environmental challenges
in the region. The research hypothesis posited that Kazakhstan’s measures in addressing the Aral Sea
crisis functioned as a strategic platform to elevate its representation in foreign media. Next, the
Methodology part gave point-by-point data about the research process, including the approach to
selecting sources and criteria for analysis. In specific, the method of selecting foreign media sources is
depicted, as well as the strategies utilised to conduct high-quality substance investigation. The Analysis
and discussion section looked at the hypothesis of the study and answered a key question on how
Kazakhstan’s activities to solve the issue of the Aral Sea influence its representation. Most subjects
raised in outside media are examined, as well as their effect on the recognition of Kazakhstan as a
dynamic member in the region. The paper concluded with a discussion of the outcomes, restrictions, and
proposals for future research that may develop an understanding of the part of Kazakhstan’s natural
strategy in forming its worldwide picture.

Literature review

Water resource tensions in Central Asia

While water resource tensions remain in Central Asia due to competing needs and ineffective
management, diplomacy helps mitigate the risk of conflict. In the study by Bernauer and Siegfried (2012)
on how the collapse of the USSR led to ongoing disputes over water allocation between Kyrgyzstan,
Uzbekistan, and Kazakhstan, the focus was on how these tensions arose from competing needs for
irrigation (downstream) and hydropower (upstream) (p. 231). Central Asian political leaders respond to
criticism about the environment’s state, but very often, there are arguments in politics over the
impossibility of working out ecological brakes. Additionally, climate change is expected to worsen these
tensions by altering the seasonality of river flows, particularly in Uzbekistan (Bernauer & Siegfried,
2012, p. 235). While water management institutions like the Interstate Commission for Water
Coordination (ICWC) exist, they have been largely ineffective, which leaves room for further diplomatic
engagement. The authors find that despite these challenges, the risk of climate-induced militarised
conflict is low in the short to medium term (Bernauer & Siegfried, 2012, p. 236). While the article gives
good insights into water conflicts and climate change impacts in Central Asia, it does not go deep into
what specific proactive measures Kazakhstan has taken so far to address the crisis in the Aral Sea. This
omission creates a space to discuss Kazakhstan’s diplomatic and policy-driven efforts to reduce tensions
related to water.

Similarly, Dehshiri & Hekmatara (2019) assume that water can create tensions among nations
but because of this, militarised conflicts should not be expected, provided that the countries continue
diplomatic efforts (p. 749). Although the paper gives a clear emphasis on the significance of regional
cooperation and recommendations for water diplomacy, it has not clearly explained what the tangible
outcomes of the initiatives of Kazakhstan are, such as restoration projects or leadership in environmental
diplomacy. Kazakhstan’s specific strategies are not fully explored in this context, which limits the
understanding of Kazakhstan’s contribution to the Aral Sea crisis.
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Challenges and effectiveness of the regional cooperation on the Aral Sea Crisis

Central Asian governments have established cooperative initiatives to address the Aral Sea crisis,
which are limited by either an emphasis on short-term political expediency or the lack of multi-
dimensional analysis regarding the results about the crisis in the Aral Sea. Most studies focused on what
was done but not on the effectiveness of these actions. In 1993, Central Asian states established the
Interstate Council on the Problems of the Aral Sea Basin (ICAS). A major purpose of the new
organisation was to facilitate assistance from the World Bank and other international donors as well as
assume responsibility for various Aral Sea Basin assistance programs. The presidents also created an
International Fund for the Aral Sea (IFAS) with the responsibility to collect revenue from each basin
state for financing rehabilitation efforts. Further, Micklin (2004) discusses projects and programs such
as the construction of the Kokaral dam, and the CAMP4ASB (Climate Adaptation and Mitigation
Program for the Aral Sea Basin) (p. 100). However, the lack of information on insights into their
outcomes or the effectiveness of regional cooperation prevents a thorough understanding of how such
projects and programs help to mitigate water-related conflicts (Joshi & Kumari, 2019, p. 34). Micklin’s
chapter is informative on the historical background and environmental and social impacts of the crisis
in the Aral Sea, but it does not stress continuous participation of Kazakhstan in ecological restoration
work, or its effort to link these actions with its international image. Such a perspective is important for
an evaluation of the country’s diplomatic positioning.

On the contrary, Weinthal (2001) mentions that although Central Asian states aim to solve
security threats, their domestic priorities often give preference to politically expedient measures rather
than meaningful environmental reforms (p. 55). Leaders prefer to grow cotton monoculture rather than
water-saving crops, which resulted in an environmental protection solution that is politically expedient
in the short term but ineffective in the long term. This challenges whether Central Asian countries can
improve their positions in the world. Moreover, external actors endorsed these decisions because they
prioritised maintaining social and political stability (Weinthal, 2001, pp. 71-72). However, there is
limited focus on how individual states, such as Kazakhstan, have sought to address the Aral Sea crisis
within a global context. More precisely, there is a lack of understanding of how Kazakhstan has used
international platforms and partnerships in balancing its economic dependencies, like cotton production,
with the urgent need for environmental reforms. Hakala et al. (2024) talk about key issues for territorial
participation in water assets in Central Asia. The creators note that vague borders and competition for
assets, particularly in locales such as the Ferghana Valley, lead to clashes between nations (Hakala et
al., 2024). Political issues such as debasement and authoritarianism complicate the circumstance and
ruin participation. Issues related to unlawful exchange and organised wrongdoing that increment
flimsiness are moreover highlighted. They also emphasise that the uneven dissemination of water assets
and powerless coordination at the state level make boundaries to viable administration of water assets
within the locale (Hakala et al., 2024).

These articles basically focused on the natural and political results inside the locale but did not
investigate the worldwide media accounts and their impact on Kazakhstan’s universal picture. This gap
in understanding the depiction of Kazakhstan’s part within the crisis on the global stage, especially
within the setting of outside conventional media, clears out a vital viewpoint of the country’s political
and natural endeavours unexplored.

International cooperation in the Aral Sea Basin management

International organisations have played a decisive role in promoting cooperation among the
Central Asian states in the Aral Sea basin. Micklin (2004) provides an overview of this. International
aid donors have played a critical role in promoting cooperation in transnational water management in

the Aral Sea basin, with the World Bank being a key player (Micklin, 2004. p. 107). The World Bank
took part in the formulation of the Aral Sea Basin Assistance Programme (ASBP) targeted rehabilitation,
strategic planning, and institutional development, while its budget grew from $250 million to $470
million. The program initiated the Interstate Council on the Problems of the Aral Sea Basin and the
International Fund for the Aral Sea, with subsequent projects such as the Water and Environmental
Management Project further reinforcing regional commitments (Micklin, 2004, p. 108). USAID also
played an active role, financing projects connected with the improvement of drinking water supplies and
regional water management policies, whereas the Water Resources Management and Agricultural
Production in the Central Asian Republics (WARMAP) project of the European Union (EU) supported
the elaboration of methodologies for water use and management for the five Central Asian republics
(Micklin, 2004, p. 108). The UN and its structures, such as UNESCO and UNICEF, have provided
financial support for ecological research, health programs, and sustainable development in the region
(Micklin, 2004, p. 110). NATO participation includes sponsorship of research workshops and the
development of an overall GIS for the Amu Darya delta to assist in decision-making concerning land
and water management (Micklin, 2004, p. 111).

At last, Hakala et al. (2024) highlight struggle variables and variables contributing to peace
within the administration of transboundary water assets, with the assistance of the IFAS. It moreover
proposes changes to move forward the viability of IFAS and gives data on activities such as the United
Nations Multi-Partner Human Security Trust Fund for the Aral Sea Region. The hole within the writing
lies within the restricted thought about how Kazakhstan’s diplomatic endeavours inside this system are
secured within the global media. In spite of the fact that the ponders of Miklin (2004) and Hakala et al.
(2023) dissect the part of universal organisations, they don’t consider how Kazakhstan’s activities are
displayed in remote media.

Kazakhstan’s role in international environmental governance

Kazakhstan is positioning itself as a regional leader in environmental restoration to raise its
international status while overcoming the contradiction of its ambition for an economically strong future
based on fossil fuel with its commitment to sustainable development and environmental justice. O’ Neill
and Primiano (2023) argue that since independence, Kazakhstan has been actively seeking to enhance
its international status along three dimensions: international security, democratic development, and
ecological challenges (p. 81). It also places itself as one of the key players in regional diplomacy, which
is underlined by its chairmanship in such organisations as the OSCE and hosting events like EXPO 2017.
A very important aspect enclosed within the policy of Kazakhstan is environmental justice. In light of
ecological catastrophes following Soviet politics, which have totally or partly destroyed big parts of the
Aral Sea, Kazakhstan tries to be very active in this direction. Kazakhstan, through its role in the
International Fund for Saving the Aral Sea, has led regional efforts to combat the Aral Sea environmental
disaster and has made significant progress in restoring parts of this critical ecosystem with its neighbours
since 1993 (O’Neill & Primiano, 2023, p. 90). Zhanalieva (2020) notes that international donor
organisations enhance the bargaining power of downstream states, allowing Kazakhstan to secure World
Bank financing for the Kokaral dam (pp. 65-66). Thanks to this, it was possible to successfully revive
the northern part of the Aral Sea, which is a significant achievement for Kazakhstan (O’Neill &
Primiano, 2023, p. 90). Not only did it help restore local fisheries and economies but also garnered
positive recognition from international organisations and the global media, reinforcing Kazakhstan’s
image as a regional leader in environmental restoration (O’Neill & Primiano, 2023, p. 91).

However, Kazakhstan has also been criticised for its environmental initiatives due to the
contradiction between its economic ambitions and environmental sustainability. Although it positions
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itself as a “champion” of green policies such as the Green Economy Concept and compliance with
European Union environmental standards, the country continues to prioritise fossil fuel exports as its
main economic driver (O’Neill & Primiano, 2023, p. 83). The authors support the view that
environmental initiatives in Kazakhstan have an enhancing effect on its international status but provide
limited evidence on how these actions contribute to long-term ecological sustainability. The lack of
strong data weakens the argument and leaves room to investigate substantive contributions versus
symbolic efforts by Kazakhstan.

Gap in Existing Literature

Some studies (e.g., Micklin, 2004) cover the effectiveness of regional cooperation but stop short
of linking these initiatives to Kazakhstan’s international reputation. While Micklin (2004) and O’Neil &
Primiano (2023) focus on bilateral and multilateral cooperation and Kazakhstan’s role in addressing the
Aral Sea crisis, they often show these initiatives as uncontested successes and fail to link Kazakhstan’s
initiatives addressing the Aral Sea crisis with its international representation and role in fostering cross-
border collaboration. This research examined their implications for Kazakhstan’s international
representation.

There are also conflicting views on Kazakhstan’s motivations for its actions in this crisis. While
Zhanalieva (2020) notes that Kazakhstan did a good job in solving this crisis and improved its status (p.
76), O’Neil & Primiano (2023) have the opposite view by criticising the country for prioritising its
economic ambitions over environmental problems and being the world’s 4th fossil-fuel exporter (p. 83).

Methodology

To answer the research question and test hypothesis, the researcher conducted a qualitative case
study based on content analysis to investigate Kazakhstan’s environmental initiatives surrounding the
Aral Sea crisis. The study aimed to understand how Kazakhstan’s actions influence its international
representation and foster cross-border collaboration. For this purpose, research papers and foreign online
newspapers were collected.

The choice of foreign newspapers was based on several factors, such as a wide international
audience and a high reputation for independence and objectivity. According to ratings such as Media
Bias/Fact Check, these publications occupy high positions in the field of trust and influence the
international perception of events (Media Bias Fact Check, 2025). These resources actively cover
environmental issues and provide different perspectives, which are important for a comprehensive
understanding of how the international community perceives Kazakhstan’s environmental policy.

The time period covered was from January 1, 2018, to February 10, 2025. This time period was
selected because it included several significant events in Kazakhstan. The 2019 resignation of Nursultan
Nazarbayev and the 2019 and 2022 presidential races marked changes in Kazakhstan’s environmental
approach, influencing the reporting of the nation’s activities in settling natural challenges by foreign
media (Zhiltsov & Zonn, 2019). COVID-19 widespread moreover influenced endeavours for universal
participation, as a few sources expressed that environmental projects were delayed due to financial issues
(Haruna et al., 2022). The IFAS administration by Kazakhstan (2023-2026) has drawn noteworthy media
attention. Natural emergencies in 2023, counting large-scale fires, and the 2024 floods also influenced
media coverage with a few sources covering Kazakhstan’s dynamic reaction, whereas others emphasised
systemic issues (Newtimes.kz, 2025). The units of analysis were the articles that contained one of the
following words: “Aral Sea,” “Kazakhstan,” “environmental initiatives,” “IFAS,” “international
cooperation”.

The analysis focused on Kazakhstan’s several important initiatives to address the Aral Sea crisis,
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including the construction of the first sand dam in the Berg Strait and the Kokaral Dam, the signing of
the Almaty Agreement, the establishment of the International Fund for Saving the Aral Sea (IFAS) and
the organisation of EXPO 2017. These initiatives were analysed alongside relevant academic articles,
policy documents, and media narratives to provide a comprehensive understanding of Kazakhstan’s
environmental diplomacy. The content analysis will involve systematically examining selected
documents to identify patterns and themes related to Kazakhstan’s environmental actions. A diverse
range of sources were selected and categorised based on key themes such as diplomacy, international
collaboration, environmental leadership, and public perception. Each document was reviewed for
relevant content that aligns with the research question. The researcher analysed keywords associated
with Kazakhstan’s environmental initiatives to understand how these actions are framed about
international cooperation and representation.

Case study: Kazakhstan’s proactive measures for the Aral Sea

Kazakhstan has sought to enhance its international standing while addressing domestic economic
limitations and environmental disasters inherited from the Soviet era, particularly the gradual drying of
the Aral Sea. The country’s environmental measures are driven by a pragmatic foreign policy positioning
Kazakhstan as a regional leader and a significant international actor in global sustainable development.
This approach aligns with the directives of Strategy 2050, highlighting Kazakhstan’s increasing role in
world affairs and its commitment to establishing a sustainable international presence and a positive
global image (O’Neill & Primiano, 2023). The government aims to be recognised not only for tackling
domestic environmental issues but also for its cooperation and leadership on regional and global
environmental challenges. Consequently, the government takes environmental actions that are positively
perceived by Western states, thereby enhancing Kazakhstan’s representation as a key player in climate
change and environmental initiatives in the region (O’Neill & Primiano, 2023).

As a downstream country, Kazakhstan became one of the most responsible actors in the Aral Sea
Crisis (Zhanalieva, 2020). It takes a responsible approach to programs to improve the ecological state of
the sea and strives for long-term solutions for the region. In this process, international organisations such
as the International Fund for Saving the Aral Sea (IFAS), the European Union, the Asian Development
Bank, and the World Bank play a significant role, with which about 300 projects have been implemented
for a total of $8.5 billion (Aitkhozha, 2017, as cited in Nechayeva, 2017). It is important to note that
collaboration with international organisations may assist not only in the achievement of domestic goals
but also acts as a channel for newer states to improve their international status and credibility (O’Neill
& Primiano, 2023).

Kazakhstan’s success in restoring the Aral, relative to its neighbours, has been notable. Efforts
began in 1992 when residents constructed the first sand-filled dam in the Berg Strait, raising the water
level in the Small Aral Sea by 1 metre. However, the construction of the dam from poor materials led to
its complete destruction by 1999 (Saltybaev, 2018). In response to this, Kazakhstan requested a loan
from the World Bank in 2005. The 13-kilometre-long Kokaral Dam was constructed with a bank loan
of $64.5 million, although the government of Kazakhstan covered the remaining $21.5 million. As a
result, water levels in the Small Aral Sea rose to 42 metres (Saltybaev, 2018).

In 1992, in Almaty, Kazakhstan, the ministers of Central Asian states met and signed the
document “Cooperation in joint management, use and Protection of Transboundary water resources”,
which was later referred to as the Almaty Agreement. It resulted in the creation of the Interstate
Commission for Water (ICWC) but was dissolved in 1997 (Zhanalieva, 2020). Following that, the
Interstate Council on the Problems of the Aral Sea Basin (ICAS) was established in March 1993
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(Micklin, 2002, as cited in Micklin, 2004). Further emphasising its commitment, Kazakhstan’s former
president, Nursultan Nazarbayev, initiated the formation of the IFAS in 1993 with other Central Asian
leaders (Idrissov, 2013, as cited in O’Neill & Primiano, 2023). Because of its strategic geographical
position and economy based on water resources, Kazakhstan plays an important role in the IFAS. Thus,
the country presents itself as an active promoter of sustainable water distribution and preservation of the
Aral Sea ecosystem, underpinning its diplomatic weight at the Central Asian level (Zhanalieva, 2020).
Moreover, Kazakhstan attracts international donors to solve ecological problems and strengthen its
leading positions in the region in water policy (Zhanalieva, 2020).

The country’s efforts included supporting local communities, in particular, through the
renovation of the fishing industry. Some fish-processing plants and hatcheries, such as the
Atamekenrybprom, have been built by the government to support local fishing (Aitkhozha, 2017, as
cited in Nechayeva, 2017). Over 5,000 relocated to work in its revitalised fishing industry, which
increased 8.8 times between 2000 and 2011. This serves as a relevant teaching moment for countries
faced with a similar ecological catastrophe (Aitkhozha, 2017, as cited in Nechayeva, 2017).

Kazakhstan became the IFAS chairman in 2024. According to Zauresh Alimbetova, acting
executive director of the IFAS, the first priority project to be implemented under Kazakhstan’s current
chairmanship is the World Bank’s North Aral Development and Restoration Project, which will lead to
the restoration of the Saryshyganak Bay and, subsequently, allow the Aral Sea to reach Aral
(Zhakibayeva, 2024). Kazakhstan has put forward a number of strategic options to achieve this goal,
thus emphasising its commitment to finding new solutions. This unwavering commitment allows
Kazakhstan to not only actively address the most pressing environmental issues related to the Aral Sea
crisis, but also further strengthen its relationship with the World Bank (Zhakibayeva, 2024).

Analysis and Discussion

The international community has recognised Kazakhstan’s leadership in mitigating the Aral Sea
crisis, thereby building its global image and diplomatic relations. Leaders of international organisations
and some media representations have positively commented on Kazakhstan’s actions and recognised a
country as a leader in the Aral Sea crisis. In 2008, the World Bank’s President Robert Zoellick called
Former President Nazarbayev a visionary, using Kazakhstan’s environmental efforts as an example of
life-changing change in the region (Golovnina, 2008, as cited in O’Neill & Primiano, 2023). In addition,
in 2022, USAID hailed Kazakhstan as a “regional leader in integrated water resource management” due
to its contributions toward sustainable practices and water conservation within Central Asia. The EXPO
2017 showed the environmental feats of Kazakhstan, which was reported in Forbes as an important
moment when Kazakhstan sealed its international role (Rapoza, 2017, as cited in O’Neill & Primiano,
2023).

In 2018, the BBC, a British public service broadcaster, called Kazakhstan “the country that
brought a sea back to life” (Chen, 2018). The article provided a brief comparative analysis of Kazakhstan
and Uzbekistan policies, interviewing local people. The result of the analysis was that Kazakhstan had
more positive outcomes in comparison with its neighbour (Chen, 2018). In the 1990s both of them were
moving towards similar results. However, the situation changed after the intervention of the World Bank,
which allocated 87 million dollars (66 million pounds) to Kazakhstan for the implementation of the
rescue project (Chen, 2018). As part of the project, a 12-kilometre dam was erected, blocking the narrow
strait between the Northern and Southern Aral Seas, which reduced water losses in the southern part.
Additionally, the system of water channels of the Syr Darya River, originating in the Tian Shan
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Mountains, was modernised, which contributed to an increase in the water flow into the Northern Aral
Sea. According to BBC, the Northern Aral Sea in Kazakhstan is undergoing a renaissance — both water
and economic activity have returned to the region (Chen, 2018). In 2006, the total volume of fish caught
reached 1,360 tons, the bulk of which was flounder. By 2016, with the return of freshwater species such
as walleye, bream, rapeseed and catfish, the Aral Fish Inspection recorded an increase in catch to 7,106
tons (Chen, 2018). A comparison of Kazakhstan’s efforts with those of Uzbekistan was later used as an
addition to showing Kazakhstan’s successes. The article highlights that, while in Uzbekistan, the World
Bank has also implemented several projects to restore existing reservoirs around the Southern Aral Sea,
such as Lake Sudochye. However, the results were not as successful as in Kazakhstan because of
Uzbekistan’s high demand for water resources. A significant part of the Amu Darya River is used for
irrigation of agricultural land because Uzbekistan’s economy depends on cotton production. From 1930
to 1990, more than two-thirds of the cotton produced in the Soviet Union was supplied by Uzbekistan,
which also remains the fifth largest cotton exporter in the world after the United States, India, Brazil and
Australia. This leaves insufficient water to replenish the Southern Aral Sea, which has practically
disappeared, and local residents are suffering from deteriorating air quality (Chen, 2018).

A French state-owned publicly funded international news television network, France 24, presented
Kazakhstan’s actions within a broader regional and historical context, focusing on its collaboration
with the World Bank (France, 2016; France 24, 2025). According to the Ministry of Water Resources
of Kazakhstan, since 2008, the volume of water in the northern part of the Aral Sea has increased by
42%, reaching 27 billion cubic metres (France 24, 2025).

Alongside BBC and France 24, the EU Reporter, a Brussels-based news website, also presented
Kazakhstan’s role in the restoration of the Aral Sea (EU Reporter, n.d.; Stevens, 2024). In the article,
Stevens (2024) highlights Kazakhstan’s leadership, innovation, and sustainable development measures.
The active strategies and methods of sustainable management of water resources made it possible to
reverse a serious environmental disaster (Stevens, 2024). The Kokaral dam project, modernization of
irrigation systems and regional agreements on the sharing of water resources, Kazakhstan’s work with
the Central Asia Regional Environmental Centre are also used as an example of the country’s leadership
in this matter. Unlike the BBC and France 24, the EU Reporter looks at the situation on a broader global
scale, positioning Kazakhstan as a model for international efforts to restore the environment. The article
considers Kazakhstan as an example of other countries facing similar environmental crises, which further
strengthens Kazakhstan’s image as a responsible and innovative global player (Stevens, 2024).

This research paper focused on the proactive role of Kazakhstan in resolving the crisis of the
Aral Sea and its effects on the improvement of the country’s international position and the development
of regional cooperation. In the introduction, the following research questions were provided: whether
proactive measures of Kazakhstan in addressing the Aral Sea crisis enhance its international
representation and cooperation. Made content analysis indicates that, in the case of the crisis of the Aral
Sea, Kazakhstan’s government’s approach has improved its standing in the international community. It
has successfully positioned itself as an environmental governance leader, addressing the most local
ecological challenges while simultaneously strengthening its diplomatic profile. The growing
recognition of Kazakhstan’s environmental initiatives by major international media outlets, including
the BBC, France 24, and the EU Reporter, demonstrates the media’s role in shaping Kazakhstan’s
reputation worldwide. As a result, Kazakhstan is seen not only as a leader in environmental restoration
in the region but also as a developing diplomatic force in global efforts to ensure sustainable
development. Such media coverage strengthens Kazakhstan’s position in international relations, proving
that an active environmental policy can strengthen the country’s soft power and global influence. This
is aligned with the fact that environmentalism can be a key factor in shaping national identity and
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international relations (O’Neill & Primiano, 2023). Specifically, Kazakhstan’s investments in
rehabilitation projects, such as the Kokaral Dam, have brought about a marked improvement in local
ecosystems and livelihoods, reinforcing its image of being a responsible regional player dedicated to
sustainable development.

Furthermore, the analysis reveals several key patterns. First, Kazakhstan’s proactive measures
have resulted in increased international collaboration. The successful recovery of the Northern Aral Sea
has drawn the attention of international organisations, such as the World Bank and various UN agencies,
which have provided financial support for ongoing projects. This illustrates ways in which Kazakhstan
is using international partnerships to strengthen its environmental initiatives (Bernauer & Siegfried,
2012). Second, Kazakhstan’s alignment of its environmental policy with broader foreign policy goals
demonstrates a strategic view of diplomacy. Strategy 2050 emphasises its ambitions to become a pivotal
player in global sustainable development, reflecting a commitment to addressing historical
environmental injustices inherited from Soviet policies. This dual reliance on domestic ecological
restoration and international representation underlines the interconnectedness of environmental
governance and foreign policy.

However, an unexpected conclusion was found regarding the tension between Kazakhstan’s
economic ambitions and its dedication to sustainable development. Despite the significant progress made
in restoring the Aral Sea, there remains a tension between promoting environmentally sustainable
practices and continuing to export fossil fuels. This finding suggests that while Kazakhstan seeks to
enhance its international reputation through environmental initiatives, underlying economic motivations
may hinder comprehensive sustainability efforts. The significance of this tension lies in its potential to
undermine long-term ecological goals if not addressed within national economic planning (O’Neill &
Primiano, 2023; Micklin, 2004).

Despite these positive findings, several limitations must be acknowledged. One notable weakness
is the dependence on foreign finances by international organisations which could bring up a question of
sustainability in terms of Kazakhstan’s environmental efforts. Moreover, political interests influence
decision-making, meaning short-term policies for ecosystem restoration rather than long-term ones.
Then there is the fact that Kazakhstan is one of the leading fossil fuel providers in the world. The
variables involved could affect the overall validity of the findings because some might not have been
taken into consideration in this present study (O’Neill & Primiano, 2023; Micklin, 2004).

In analysing the research question, “How have Kazakhstan’s initiatives in addressing the Aral
Sea crisis been portrayed in foreign traditional media?” the speculation that natural activities of
Kazakhstan have had a positive effect on its image and conciliatory relations within the locale is backed
by the findings. International organisations, such as the World Bank and United Nations, alongside
USAID and worldwide media, such as BBC, France 24, and the EU Reporter, have all frequently
ascribed Kazakhstan for environmental administration and maintainable improvement authority. The
Kokaral Dam venture, coupled with modernization in water system frameworks, altogether reestablished
the Northern Aral Sea and moved forward nearby environments. The support of international
organisations and the positive attitude of the media are all evidence of Kazakhstan’s growing positive
image. This gives validity to the view that Kazakhstan’s environmental arrangement has effectively
situated the nation as a territorial frontrunner in participation and worldwide natural administration.

Moreover, the findings highlight the pressures between Kazakhstan’s natural desire and financial
interface. In spite of Kazakhstan’s victory with the revival of the Aral Sea, its status as a noteworthy
exporter of fossil powers puts an address check on the long-term achievability of its natural drive. Its
economic interest in the diligent exportation of fossil fuels has the inclination to weaken Kazakhstan’s
common commitment to environmental sustainability. This creates a complication within the

discretionary position of Kazakhstan, whereby financial interfaces are likely to urge within the way of
total achievement of its natural objectives. Thus, whereas the speculation is by and large affirmed, these
basic strains recommend that the reasonability of Kazakhstan’s natural arrangement may be
compromised by its broader economic ambitions.

The study confirms that Kazakhstan’s dynamic natural measures have generally enhanced its
international recognition, which has been viewed as a sign of economic progress and a responsible
territorial leader. There are financial issues that could potentially limit the long-term success of these
natural measures, particularly the assumed reliance on fossil fuels. The research also presents
complexities that need to be investigated beforehand, even though the theory is highly supported.

Conclusions

This paper explored Kazakhstan’s efforts to address the crisis in the Aral Sea and its implications
for international representation and media engagement. The ability to showcase successful
environmental initiatives enhances Kazakhstan’s bargaining power in global negotiations and positions
it as a leader in regional environmental governance. Considering the scarce literature at the intersection
of these variables, findings indicate proactive behaviour may be related to an increase in the international
standing of Kazakhstan and the development of international collaboration on global environmental
issues. A solution to the Aral Sea crisis seems to potentially enhance the country’s prestige and position
in the international arena. These findings contribute to a broader understanding of how environmental
governance can serve as a tool for enhancing national identity and international relations.

The lack of complete data inhibits making any conclusive judgments regarding the impact of
these programs on the image of Kazakhstan. Further research is needed to investigate this relationship
in much greater detail, which should focus on the long-term implications of Kazakhstan’s environmental
policies for regional stability and cooperation, as climate change continues to intensify tensions in
Central Asia over water resources. Academics can delve deeper into these dynamics to find more insight
in their analyses of the relationship between environmental governance and geopolitics in the region.
Better insight into how environment-related initiatives strengthen a nation’s international image has
much to teach not only Kazakhstan but also other countries grappling with similar environmental
challenges.

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Abstract

In the post-truth era, emotions and positions gradually overtake objective facts and become the dominant
factors in public perception. Taking China and Kazakhstan as case studies, this study compares and analyzes the
differences in the information dissemination effects of self media and traditional media during the COVID-19 in
the two countries through questionnaires. Through quantitative content analysis and audience surveys, it is found
that China’s self-media rapidly spread information about the epidemic by virtue of immediacy and interactivity,
but some of the content exacerbated rumor dissemination due to excessive emotionality; traditional media,
although subject to policy regulation and control, showed higher consistency, but dominated in terms of public
trust. In Kazakhstan, due to the relative concentration of traditional media resources, the authority of traditional
media was still dominant in the early stage of the epidemic, but the fragmentation and contradiction of information
in the self-media due to lax regulation weakened the public’s recognition of official information. The study further
reveals that differences in audience trust in media between the two countries are influenced by political culture,
media ecology, and information governance model: the Chinese public is more institutionally dependent on
traditional media, while the young population in Kazakhstan prefers to obtain pluralistic information through
cross-border self-media. This study provides new perspectives for comparing the mechanisms of post-truth
communication in transnational contexts and suggests ways to optimize information governance strategies in
public health emergencies.

Introduction

In today’s post-truth era, the dissemination of information has taken on a very different character
from that of the past. The phenomenon of emotions preceding facts has become more and more common,
and the public tends to be more easily swayed by emotional content, while neglecting in-depth
exploration of facts. At the same time, the circle-based communication makes the information flow
within a specific group, and there is a gap in information exchange and understanding between different
circles.

During the COVID-19, information dissemination between China and Kazakhstan was special and
typical. As a global public health event, the epidemic triggered massive information dissemination. In
China, the strong anti-epidemic initiatives and the active cooperation of the people formed a unique
communication situation. In Kazakhstan, due to its own national conditions and social structure, the
information dissemination was also characterized by different features.

Based on this, we ask the following question: how do different communication actors (self-
media/traditional media) influence the effectiveness of communication? Self-media plays an important
role in epidemic information dissemination by virtue of its fast dissemination speed and strong
interactivity, while traditional media holds the position of information dissemination with its authority
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and professionalism. There is a game between the two in the selection, utilization and interpretation of
sources, which has a complex and profound impact on the effectiveness of epidemic information
dissemination. This phenomenon needs to be studied in depth.

This study puts the information ecology theory into a cross-national comparative perspective and
analyzes the information dissemination between China and Kazakhstan during the epidemic, which
effectively expands the scope of application of the information ecology theory. While previous studies
have focused on the information ecology within a single country or region, this study breaks through the
limitations and explores the differences and interactions of information dissemination between different
countries during the same major event, injecting new connotations into the theory, promoting its
development in the field of international communication, and providing new ideas and methods for
scholars to follow up on the study of the information ecology from a transnational perspective.

Public health emergencies test the information governance capacity of countries. This study reveals
the law of information dissemination by analyzing the credibility game between self-media and
traditional media, so as to provide references for countries on how to optimize information management
and coordinate the relationship between different communication subjects in similar events. This study
provides recommendations that can be utilized by countries to improve the effectiveness of information
dissemination, reduce confusion and misinformation, and contribute to the effective response to public
health events and the maintenance of social stability.

Literature review

In today’s digital era, the pattern of information communication has undergone profound changes.
As such, post-truth contexts, information ecology theories, and transnational media studies have become
the focus of attention in the academic world. This review will focus on these three aspects, combing the
relevant research results and pointing out the shortcomings of the existing research.

Previous studies have generally elaborated on the impact of traditional media (newspapers,
magazines, radio, television, etc.) on people's access to information in the context of risk. However, with
the popularization of the Internet and the rapid development of social media, it has become an important
channel for people to subconsciously access information in the context of a disaster (Li, 2022) .
According to Li, in the early stage of the epidemic, the government and official media were in a state of
“lack of information and information lag”, and the self-media became a risk perceiver. In such
conditions, self media is growing rapidly and people are going online to seek information assistance
from the Internet. Between traditional media and self-published media, a faint tug-of-war is beginning
to emerge. Ning et al. (2020) noted that in an unexpected risk event like the new coronary pneumonia,
the consistency of risk messages disseminated by different media is crucial for people to correctly
perceive and respond to the risk. However, due to the slow progress of research into the knowledge of
the disease at the time in the epidemic environment, this has led to a large amount of disinformation in
both the traditional and self-published media.

In terms of post-truth context research, the information distortion mechanism in the social media
era has attracted much attention. The openness and convenience of social media make information
spread extremely fast, but it also makes it difficult to control the authenticity of information. False
information often spreads rapidly on social platforms with the help of emotional expressions and
exaggerated titles. For example, in hotspot events, unverified rumors may gain a lot of attention and
leading to forwarding in a short period of time, resulting in the public's misperception of the event.
Meanwhile, emotional mobilization and cognitive bias have a significant impact on source selection. In

terms of the correlation between emotions, risk perception and behavior, the risk-as-emotion hypothesis
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suggests that people follow both cognitive (rational system) and emotional (empirical system) paths
when making risk assessments, and that emotions usually have a greater impact on subsequent attitude
formation and behavioral decision-making (Loewenstein, 2001). In an information overloaded
environment, the public is more inclined to choose those sources that can stimulate their own emotional
resonance, while ignoring the authenticity and reliability of the information (Ahorsu, 2020; Slovic,
1980). Such source selection based on emotional and cognitive biases further aggravates the distortion
of information and the confusion of communication.

Information ecology theory provides a comprehensive framework for understanding information
communication. The theory contains four elements: informants, information, information technology
and information environment. The behavior and decision-making of informants, as producers,
disseminators and receivers of information, are influenced by the information environment and
information technology. The development of information technology, such as big data and artificial
intelligence, has profoundly changed the dissemination and processing of information. The information
environment, on the other hand, is the space where information people, information and information
technology interact. A good information environment helps the effective dissemination and utilization
of information. In the information ecology, the ecological niche competition and the mechanism of
synergistic evolution of communication subjects are also very critical. Different communication
subjects, such as self-media and traditional media, occupy different ecological niches in the information
ecology, and there is both competition and synergistic evolution between them. Positive synergies can
create a virtuous circle, leading to increasing dissemination of positive information and thus expanding
its overall impact; conversely, negative synergies can lead to excessive dissemination of negative
information, potentially triggering social panic (Sun et al., 2024) . For example, traditional media, with
its authority and professionalism, has an advantage in in-depth reporting of information, while self
media, with its flexibility and interactivity, excels in the speed of information dissemination and
audience participation. Both learn from and integrate with each other in competition, and jointly promote
the development of information ecology.

In terms of Chinese and Kazakh media research, Chinese media are characterized by media
convergence under strong regulation. Through strict regulatory measures, the government ensures that
the information disseminated by the media is true, accurate and positive, and at the same time promotes
the integration and development of traditional media and new media to enhance the media’s
communication power and influence (Gui, 2021). In contrast, according to Yessenbekova (2020),
Kazakhstani media are under the dual influence of Russian and Western media, while local media are
constantly undergoing transformation to meet the development needs of the times. However, established
studies suffer from the lack of dynamic credibility assessment. Most studies focus on the static
characteristics and communication patterns of the media, and lack in-depth research on the credibility
changes of sources in different contexts. In dynamic environments such as public health emergencies,
the credibility of a source is affected by a variety of factors, such as the development of the event and
the timeliness of the information. Therefore, there is a gap in the assessment of the dynamic credibility
of sources in order to better understand the laws and effects of information dissemination.

Theoretical framework

This study centers on the core issue of how different communication subjects affect communication
effectiveness based on the media framework developed by Wang (2013). According to this framework,
in the construction of the information ecosystem, the communication subjects are divided into ecological

positions. Relying on official resources, government media have authority and orientation in information
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dissemination, and they mainly undertake the responsibilities of policy interpretation and official
information dissemination, and control the macro-direction of epidemic reporting. Market-oriented
media are driven by commercial interests, focusing on news value and market demand, attracting
audiences through in-depth reports and exclusive news, and pursuing professionalism and influence in
information dissemination. Self-media, on the other hand, with their flexibility and individuality, have
diversified and grassroots content, and excel in the speed of information dissemination and diversity of
topics (Li, 2011).

Communication effectiveness is evaluated in four dimensions: credibility, timeliness, breadth of
coverage and depth of interaction. Credibility concerns the reliability and authenticity of the information
source; timeliness emphasizes the timeliness of the information release; breadth of coverage refers to the
scope of the audience reached by the information dissemination; and depth of interaction reflects the
degree of communication and interaction between the audience and the dissemination subject, such as
comments, retweets and so on (Li, 2011).

In the post-truth mechanism model, emotional information has a dissolving path to the authority of
traditional sources. In epidemic reporting, emotional information easily triggers public empathy and
spreads rapidly. In contrast, the strict information release process of traditional sources lags behind in
the speed of dissemination, leading to a decline in the public’s attention to traditional sources and
weakening their authority. At the same time, algorithmic recommendation technology pushes
information according to user preferences, which strengthens the information cocoon effect, limiting the
audience to the information circle of their own interest, and making it difficult for different viewpoints
and information to circulate effectively, further affecting the comprehensive dissemination of
information about the epidemic and the public's objective cognition of the epidemic (Li, 2011).

Methodology

This study relies on comparative case study method by looking at China and Kazakhstan during
the COVID-19 pandemic. It undertakes quantitative analysis through questionnaire survey held among
the Chinese and Kazakh citizens. During the research, questionnaires were distributed to respondents in
China and Kazakhstan in the form of online questionnaires through WeChat’s Questionnaire Star. As a
result, total of 200 people (120 from China and 80 from Kazakhstan) submitted valid questionnaires
through two days.

In the demographic information section, the sample size is 200 people, including four sub-items:
nationality, age, gender and type of habitual residence. The proportion of respondents in China and
Kazakhstan is 60% and 40% respectively. In terms of age distribution, 18-30 years old accounts for the
largest proportion. High, reaching 45%, followed by 31-45 years old, accounting for 30%, and other age
groups accounted for less. In the gender distribution, there are slightly more women than men, and there
are a few other genders. The permanent residence is mainly in cities, accounting for 75%.

Regarding the media use of Chinese and Kazakhstani media users, Chinese audiences mainly use
WeChat/Weibo, TikTok/Kuaishou, CCTV/People's Daily, etc., while Kazakhstan audiences use
Telegram, Instagram, Khabar News Agency, etc. more. As for the usage habits, Chinese audiences are
significantly more likely than Kazakh audiences to rely on official government accounts, with self-
published media becoming the main source of information, especially in urban areas, while traditional
media are preferred in rural areas. In contrast, the frequency of use of various channels by Kazakhstani
audiences is generally low. There is not yet a clear difference in preferences between international
platforms and local media.

Trustworthiness assessment demonstrates that official government accounts enjoy a high level
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of trust among Chinese audiences, with a much higher level of recognition than in Kazakhstan.
Traditional media enjoy higher trust than self-media in both countries, but Chinese audiences have more
confidence in traditional media. It is worth noting that despite the frequent use of self-media, both
countries have relative reservations about the authenticity of their content, especially in Kazakhstan,
where public trust in self-media is significantly lower.

The verification habits of the social media users in two countries show that most respondents
actively verify information about outbreaks, with the willingness to do so slightly higher among
Kazakhstani audiences than in China. In terms of specific ways, Chinese respondents are more likely to
verify by comparing government notifications or searching for professional reports, while Kazakhstani
respondents are more likely to rely on communication between friends and relatives for verification.

Core demands of the users are as follows. Chinese audiences call for less repetitive reports and
more in-depth explanations of the impact of the epidemic, while Kazakhstani audiences emphasize the
need to provide more epidemic prevention guidelines in local languages to improve the usefulness and
coverage of information.

Results

This survey reveals significant differences in the epidemic information acquisition behaviors of
Chinese and Kazakh respondents and the social characteristics behind them. First, the demographic
characteristics show that the sample is dominated by young and middle-aged urban residents in China
and Kazakhstan (75% of 18-45 year olds combined), with a relatively balanced gender distribution (50%
female, 47.5% male), but there is a significant skew in urban-rural coverage (75% urban residents),
which may reflect the potential impact of the digital divide on the representativeness of the study - -
Traditional media usage in rural areas may not have been adequately captured.

Second, media preferences are distinctly nationalized. Chinese audiences are highly dependent
on the dual path of “authority + socialization”: 81.7% get information through WeChat/Weibo, and
70.8% use Shake/Quick, reflecting the deep penetration of the social media ecosystem into the public's
information behavior; at the same time, 60% of the respondents still attach importance to the official
channels such as CCTV/People's Daily, highlighting the importance of mainstream media in the public
interest during major public events. Media’s credibility advantage in major public events. On the
contrary, Kazakhstani audiences are dominated by international social platforms: 85% use Telegram and
68.8% rely on Instagram, reflecting the strong influence of globalized digital platforms;

In addition, urban-rural differences may further shape information access patterns. In rural China,
25% of respondents supplemented their information through “other news apps”, suggesting that mobile
Internet is complementary to grassroots information channels; while the use of niche channels (e.g., local
forums) by rural groups in Kazakhstan was not separately counted, and needs to be further disaggregated.

Reliance on authority vs. multiple sources of evidence. China’s audience is characterized by
strong trust and high frequency of use of government channels, whereas Kazakhstan's audience is
characterized by “high skepticism and low reliance” and relies more on unofficial social connections to
verify information.

Rural-urban media stratification. Differences in media choices between urban and rural groups
in China reflect generational and geographic divides in information channels, while the lack of similar
data in Kazakhstan may conceal underlying structural contradictions.

Differentiated content needs. Chinese audiences seek information depth, while Kazakhstani
audiences focus on information accessibility, reflecting the pain points of public communication in

different social contexts.
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The speed of dissemination and coverage in self-media demonstrated immediacy and wide reach in
both China and Kazakhstan (e.g., short video platforms, Telegram), but the authenticity of the
information is doubtful and prone to chain reactions (e.g., hoarding, refusal of vaccination). In contrast,
the traditional media showed a slower to response (requires vetting process), but quickly rebuilt trust in
core cities and mainstream groups with authoritative endorsements (e.g., government cooperation, expert
stand-up).

Regarding public trust in China, traditional media are still seen as a reliable channel by most people
in a crisis because they have long been the “first source” of policy. Self media need to rely on official
information to survive due to strict regulation (e.g., rapid deletion of rumors by the Office of the Internet
Information Office).

In Kazakhstan the credibility of traditional media is limited by resources (e.g., insufficient coverage
in rural areas), while the self-media has gained the trust of some groups because of its “decentralized”
characteristics, but also because of the lack of vetting, which has contributed to the growth of rumors.

As for the effectiveness of government intervention, China’s “traditional media and governmental
new media” model (e.g., the “Healthy China” public website) is highly effective in correcting rumors,
while self media is reduced to a supplementary tool. By contrast, in Kazakhstan, the government was
forced to cooperate with some of the self-media to counter rumors due to the lack of penetration of
traditional media, but the effectiveness was limited by the algorithmic preferences of the platforms (e.g.,
negative content was more likely to be spread).

There are several factors influencing media utility.

1. Institutional environment. China’s strong regulatory model reduces the “rumor space” for self-
media, while Kazakhstan’s unequal distribution of media resources limits the utility of traditional media.

2. Technological infrastructure. Self-media rely on the Internet penetration (95% in urban China
vs. less than 50% in rural Kazakhstan), which directly affects the upper limit of their effectiveness.

3. Public media literacy. Chinese netizens are highly sensitive to “officially stamped” information,
while some groups in Kazakhstan are skeptical of traditional media due to historical factors.

4. Crisis Response Mechanisms. The utility of traditional media depends on its ability to synergize
with the government, while that of self-published media depends on the responsibility of the platform
(e.g., vetting, algorithm optimization).

Therefore, during public health crises, the “authority” of traditional media and the “penetration” of
self-media need to be complementary rather than antagonistic. China has partially achieved this balance
through “top-level design”, while Kazakhstan still needs to explore localized paths due to structural
contradictions.

Chinese audience relies on social media (WeChat, Jitterbug) and official media, while Kazakhstani
audience prefers to use international social platforms (Telegram, Instagram) and local news
organizations. This study found that there are significant cross-country differences. For instance,
Chinese audiences rely on official government sources with high trust, while Kazakhstani audiences rely
more on social platforms and have less trust in the government. It also emphasizes age and media habits,
since the young group prefers self-media, while the middle-aged and above group trusts traditional media
more. This paper distinguishes information verification behavior among two different audiences. For
example, Chinese audiences rely on official channels, while Kazakhstani audiences rely on interpersonal
networks, reflecting differences in media literacy. This study found that improving the accuracy and
timeliness of content is a common demand of both China and Kazakhstan. Furthermore, communication
strategies should be optimized according to the characteristics of the audience.
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Discussion

During COVID-19 pandemic, the current state of media communication between China and
Kazakhstan showed their own characteristics and significant differences. China’s communication pattern
is characterized by a three-tier structure of “central media + local government service numbers + health
science media”. The central media, with authoritative resources, is responsible for releasing macro
policies and important information to lead public opinion; local government numbers focus on local anti-
epidemic developments and deliver timely preventive and control measures (Gui & Lili, 2021). Health
science popularization media popularize anti-epidemic knowledge from multiple perspectives to meet
the diversified needs of the public. WeChat, Weibo and other platforms have set up a collaborative
mechanism to dispel rumors, and each subject has joined forces to quickly identify and clarify false
information and guarantee its authenticity.

In Kazakhstan’s communication landscape, Russian-language media and local media are in
competition and symbiosis. Russian-language media occupy an important position in information
dissemination by virtue of their broad audience base and resource advantages, while local media strive
to highlight their national characteristics and enhance their attractiveness to local audiences. In terms of
social media, Facebook and WhatsApp have facilitated the flow of information across borders, bringing
in a diversity of information, but also making it more difficult to regulate information.

In terms of key differences, the degree of government involvement varies. The Chinese government
directly controls and strictly regulates the source of information release to the dissemination process to
ensure accurate and orderly dissemination of epidemic information (Ngai et al., 2022). The Kazakh
government, on the other hand, has mostly indirect influence, guiding the media mainly through policy
(Burkhanov, 2020). There are also differences in the level of technological penetration, with China
utilizing a health code system to achieve accurate control of people’s movement and efficient collection
of outbreak information, while Kazakhstan relies mainly on traditional SMS warnings, which is
relatively weak in terms of information integration and prevention and control efficiency.

Differences between China and Kazakhstan in the field of media communication stem from
multiple structural factors, covering the dimensions of political system, media ecology, technological
development and cultural traditions.

Firstly, there is a differences in political system and media regulation model. China applies the
principle of “party management of media”, and traditional media, as a tool of state ideology. It has a
highly centralized mechanism for content production and distribution (Ngai et al., 2022). Strict network
information censorship (e.g., the Network Security Law and the Regulations on the Administration of
Internet News and Information Services) ensures the consistency of the mainstream narrative, while the
self-media, although active, are subject to the “main responsibility” regulation and need to operate within
the policy framework, which is prone to the phenomenon of “one voice”. Kazakhstan, on the other hand,
also emphasizes media control, but the power structure of the political transition period makes traditional
media serve more elite groups or individuals, while the voice of the self-media is more powerful
(Yessenbekova, 2020) . Because of the loose regulatory system, the authority of information is
dispersed, and it is easy to see the dispute between official and civil discourse in public crisis.

Secondly, the structural division of media ecology play an important role. China has formed a
dualistic ecology of “state-team media + market-oriented platforms”: traditional media such as Xinhua
News Agency and CCTV occupy an authoritative position, while commercial platforms such as WeChat
and Weibo expand the influence of self-media through algorithmic pushing, and the two form a dynamic
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balance in the gam (Gui & Lili, 2021). In Kazakhstan, due to the concentration of traditional media
resources, there is little room for the development of local media and self-media, and private media are
highly dependent on capital, making it difficult to build a pluralistic discourse space, while the public
turns to cross-border social media (e.g., Russia’s VK, Turkey’s Telegram) in the face of information
hunger (Yessenbekova, 2020). This further aggravates the fragmentation of information sources.

Thirdly, there is an uneven technological infrastructure and digitization processes. China has taken
the lead in realizing in-depth media integration by relying on the technological advantages of 5G and
artificial intelligence, and the vertical communication network of government new media and county-
level integrated media has strengthened the penetration of information. In Kazakhstan, there is more
development of self-media content, but the production of self-media content mostly stays at the stage of
information transportation, lacking in-depth analysis and localized innovation, making it difficult to form
a sustainable communication influence.

Fourthly, there are intergenerational differences in socio-cultural trust in the media. Under the
influence of collectivist tradition and long-term media indoctrination, Chinese people still have a high
level of institutional trust in the official media, especially in major events, and tend to “wait for
authoritative releases”. In Kazakhstan, due to the historical shadow of information control (e.g., the
legacy of the Soviet-era propaganda system) and the post-independence marketization of the media, the
public, especially the younger generation, is skeptical of the traditional media. They prefer to validate
information through cross-border social media, which weakens the agenda-setting ability of the local
media. This habit of “verified information consumption” has weakened the agenda-setting ability of
local media.

Fifthly, differences in international geopolitics and the openness of information flow take a crucial
role. China has built a relatively closed information environment through firewall technology, and cross-
border information flow is dominated by state-led “foreign propaganda”, while the international
dissemination of self-media is guided by strategy (e.g., the cultural export of TikTok). As the hub of the
Eurasian continent, Kazakhstan's information field is infiltrated by Russia, Turkiye, the West and other
forces, and cross-border self-media has become a vehicle for geopolitical games.

Conclusion

This study focused on media communication during COVID-19 pandemic in China and Kazakhstan
and offered following key findings. In the late stage of the pandemic, traditional media won back the
trust of the audience by virtue of in-depth reporting and authoritative interpretation, and the phenomenon
of “authoritative return” occurred. Self-media, on the other hand, maintained a significant advantage in
terms of information reaching efficiency and emotional resonance, thanks to its fast dissemination speed
and user-friendly format.

These findings bring important practical insights. Based on the comparative analysis of the media
communication effects between China and Kazakhstan during the COVID-19 pandemic, this study
proposes the following optimization paths to cope with the complex challenges of information
dissemination in the post-truth era.

Firstly, build a coordinated communication mechanism of “mainstream media and self media”.
Aiming at the problem of emotional communication in Chinese self media and the fragmentation of
information in Kazakhstan, it is recommended to establish an “umbrella communication network” with
traditional media as the core node. Traditional media should take the initiative to station on high-traffic
self-media platforms, output authoritative information through short videos, live broadcasts and other
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lightweight forms, and implement a hierarchical authentication system for key opinion leaders in the
self-media. For example, China can rely on the “governmental new media matrix” to build content for
medical science popularization self-media, while Kazakhstan can set up a “national information
coordination center” to quickly verify and label major epidemic information released by self-media.
Both countries need to establish incentives for “secondary dissemination” of disinformation and
authoritative interpretations, weighted by algorithms to ensure that the dissemination of the truth exceeds
the effectiveness of rumors.

Secondly, strengthening the regulatory framework for transnational information governance should
be a priority. Given that Kazakhstan’s youth rely on cross-border self-media for information, it is
recommended that China and Kazakhstan jointly establish a “Central Asia Epidemic Information
Sharing Database” and use blockchain technology to realize cross-border traceability of case data and
epidemic prevention policies. At the regulatory level, the two sides can impose traffic restrictions on
cross-border accounts spreading false information instead of simply blocking them, so as to avoid
stimulating a rebellious mentality. At the same time, the two countries need to formulate a media
operation manual for public health emergencies to clarify the boundaries of self-publishing media in the
various stages of the epidemic, for example, including sensitive issues such as the traceability of viruses
in the management of the “fact-checking buffer period”, and requiring that self-publishing media must
synchronize the results of multi-source comparisons when reproducing this kind of information.

Thirdly, embedding media literacy education in scenarios can play a crucial role. Research shows
that there are generational differences in the public’s ability to recognize the authenticity of information
in both countries. It is recommended that China integrate media literacy courses into the community
epidemic prevention and control system, and push immersive teaching content such as “information
screening scenarios” to the middle-aged and elderly through scenarios such as nucleic acid screening
and distribution of materials organized by neighborhood committees. Kazakhstan, on the other hand, can
rely on religious places, bazaars and other traditional information distribution centers to carry out “rumor
deconstruction workshops™ and use localized narratives to eliminate the soil for the spread of conspiracy
theories. In addition, universities in the two countries should jointly develop “Central Asia Information
Literacy Assessment Indicators” and incorporate cross-border information retrieval and multilingual
fact-checking into the training system for young people.

The above suggestions are aimed at transcending the paradigm of single-country governance, and
building a transnational governance network that combines information transparency, communication
credibility and social restoration functions through institutional synergy, technological coupling and
cultural adaptation. This is not only a practical solution to the challenge of post-truth, but also an
innovative exploration to reconstruct the global health communication order in the digital era.

The study also has limitations. It mainly focuses on the pandemic period and does not involve the
post-pandemic times. In the future, we can track the process of information memory remodeling and
explore the long-term impact of epidemic information on public cognition and social memory. In terms
of future research avenues, the study of information ecology in Central Asian countries is not in-depth
enough, and we should deepen the research in this field to enrich the knowledge of regional information
dissemination laws and provide more comprehensive theoretical support for transnational information
dissemination and response to public health events.

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Abstract

On September 2, 2024, Kassym-Jomart Tokayev announced the date of the referendum on the
construction of the country’s first nuclear power plant. From that moment, this event sparked widespread public
discussions in the media space. This study employs the agenda-setting theory to analyze how state-funded and
independent media covered the issue of nuclear power plant construction in Kazakhstan. The article aims to
identify the characteristics of agenda formation within the contemporary media discourse on nuclear power plant
construction in Kazakhstan and examine its impact on public perception. In particular, the study seeks to answer
the following questions: what kind of agenda do state-dependent and independent media promote regarding the
construction of nuclear power plants? Is the same information disseminated to both Russian-speaking and Kazakh-
speaking audiences? To achieve this goal, a content analysis was conducted on the Kazakh-language and Russian-
language news websites of two leading media outlets. The first group consists of state-funded publications:
Egemen Qazagstan (a Kazakh-language news site) and Kazakhstanskaya Pravda (a Russian-language platform).
The second group includes the independent publication Vlast.kz, which operates in both Kazakh and Russian
languages. To obtain a comprehensive picture, articles and news reports from the two weeks preceding the
referendum were analyzed, as this period saw a significant increase in media coverage. A total of n=12 news
articles were examined, with three articles selected from each media outlet. The findings confirmed the hypothesis
that in the two weeks leading up to the referendum, state-funded media predominantly promoted an agenda in
favor of nuclear power plant construction.

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The Role of Kazakhstani Media in Covering the 2024 Floods in Western
Kazakhstan

Abstract

This study examines the role of state-affiliated media in covering the 2024 floods in Western Kazakhstan
through the lens of agenda-setting and framing theories. Media coverage of natural disasters plays a significant
role in shaping public perception, evaluating government response, and influencing how citizens interpret and
react to such crises. However, media outlets may sometimes resort to sensationalism, emphasizing shock, panic,
dramatic characters, and emotional elements over factual reporting. The aim of this research is to analyze how the
flood was covered in Kazakhstani media and identify the dominant frames used. The study employs a mixed-
method approach, including quantitative and qualitative content analysis of 30 articles published between
February 24 and April 14, 2024, by Tengrinews.kz and Ak Zhaik. These outlets were selected based on their
readership, editorial stance, reach, and reporting style. Tengrinews is among the most widely read news portals in
Kazakhstan. The findings reveal that flood coverage significantly shaped public opinion and government
response, with the dominant themes being: emergency management, statements by President Kassym-Jomart
Tokayev, the condition of affected populations, aid delivery efforts, government accountability, infrastructure
damage, and the broader social impact.
